Applications for The Prince Faisal bin Fahad Award for Sports Research Are Open

Is an international research grant program targeted at sports
research projects related to the Kingdom of Saudia Arabia. The
Award seeks to financially support scholarly work that develops
new foundational knowledge or build upon existing knowledge,
that may have a lasting impact on the sports discourse.
